
What to look for on your trip?

l A bird sings.

l A bird carries food in its beak.

l A bird often goes to a possible nest site, e.g. under the
eaves of a house.

l Sounds of chicks from a nest box.

What? Kids’ Birdwatching Week is a springtime birdwatching 
event for children where you take a trip together to your near-
by nature.

For whom? All child groups: daycare centres, preschool, prima-
ry school, afternoon activities, clubs and families. The event is 
free of charge and without age limit, and no prior registration is 
needed.

Where? Outdoors near you, for example in the garden, the near 
forest, by the river or even just the yard. In May, the nesting sea-
son of many birds is at its best, and birds are easy to see and hear 
in all environments.

When? Every year in May (this year from 18th to 24th of May).
